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MEMORANDUM FOR ALL COMMUNITY MEMBERS

SUBJECT:  Approved Swimming Areas and Facilities SOP

1.  REFERENCES.

     a.  USAREUR Regulation 385-2, USAREUR Recreational Water Safety Program, 15 Mar 95.

     b.  USAREUR Pamphlet, 385-5, Summer Safety, 13 June 89

2.   PURPOSE.  Provide updated list of approved swimming facilities and off-limits water areas located within the Baumholder area (Appendix A).

3.  APPLICABILITY.  To all US Forces personnel, to include Department of the Army civilians, and family members.

4.  GENERAL.
     a.  Swimming or bathing area is authorized when:

         (1)   Qualified lifeguards are on duty.  The lifeguards will possess a current American Red Cross (ARC) Advanced Lifesaving Certificate or ARC Water Safety Instructor Certification or equivalent host country certification (i.e. German Red Cross, Wasserwacht or DLRG Leistungsabzeichen).

         (2)   Sufficient lifesaving equipment, communications equipment, first aid facilities, protective devices, etc. are available.

         (3)   The area is considered reasonably safe for swimming and bathing.

         (4)   The area meets sanitary standards prescribed in by German authorities and TB MED 575.

     b.  Swimming and bathing areas which do not meet the minimum criteria in paragraph 4a are off limits, even if not listed in Appendix A.
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5.  RESPONSIBILITIES.

     a. Commanders and Leaders will:

          (1)  Direct personnel to swim only in authorized swimming areas.

          (2)  Inform personnel about safe swimming and boating practices.

          (3)  Ensure a list of local authorized and off limits swimming areas is posted on unit bulletin boards.

     b. This subject also must be included in initial orientations of newly assigned personnel.

     c. Sponsors and Rear Detachment Commanders will inform their family members accordingly.

     d. Personnel using public, approved swimming facilities will ensure proper and safe behavior of themselves, their family members, and guests.
