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MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Policy Letter No. 1-9, Road Closure During Physical Fitness Training, Change 1.

1.  Purpose.  To establish procedures and identify responsibilities for the implementation of a vehicle restricted zone during morning PT.

2.  Scope.  This policy applies to all military, DA civilian, Local National Employees, contract employees, and dependents residing and or working on Smith Barracks.

3.  General.  Effective 04 January 1999 all vehicle traffic will be restricted IAW the enclosed PT restricted zone.  This zone will be effective from 0630-0730 Monday-Wednesday, and Friday.  No zone will be established on Thursdays, federal holidays, and USAREUR training holidays. 

4.  Temporary barricades with unit responsibility are established at the following locations:

    a.  Iron Man Crossing One & Two, North Tank Trail Gate, and Lower Wash Rack.  Duty Battalion/contract guard responsibility.

    b.  Intersection Prussman Avenue & Kansas Street.  C/123 MSB.

    c.  Intersection Vermont Avenue & Jersey Street.  92d MPs.

    d.  Intersection Orange Street & Pear Avenue.  47th FSB

    e.  Avenue B North of Forest Street.  47th FSB

    f.  Intersection Pear Street & Avenue B.  222d BSB Staff Duty.

    g.  Intersection Rod & Gun Club Road & Avenue D.  2nd Brigade.

    h.  Entrance to Burger King at Avenue D (Barricade Only).  2nd Brigade

5.  The North Tank Trail & Avenue A will be open to NATO military traffic and MTA Range support personnel only.  This traffic will be one way and will use the outside lane.  Units will use the inside lane when conducting runs.

6. Units will coordinate/synchronize official times for emplacement and removal of barricades with the 222d BSB Staff Duty.  Units releasing soldiers prior to 0730 will ensure that no vehicles move through the restricted zone.   

7.  Emergency vehicles (ambulance, fire truck, MPs/Polizei with flashing blue lights) are the only authorized vehicles permitted in the PT Zone during PT hours. 

8.  Units conducting runs outside of the PT restricted zone will adhere to all requirements set forth in Policy Letter No. 1-8, Safety of Troop Formations/Physical Fitness Training.

9.  This Policy Letter supersedes Policy Letter 1-9,  subject as above, dated 29 Dec 98.
