SUBJECT: Policy Letter 10-1, Special Emphasis and Ethnic Observances Committee (SEEOC)

1. Reference AR 600-20 Army Command Policy

2. Purpose. To establish the SEEOC in support of fostering opportunities and cultural awareness in the Baumholder Community.


3. Applicability. Applies to all Baumholder soldiers, DoD civilians and their family members.


4. Authority. AR 600-20, (chapter 6).


5. Organization. The committee will be comprised of representatives from each major directorate in the 222nd BSB.  All tenant activities and agencies are encouraged to participate.

6. Special Instructions. This committee will serve in a dual capacity to execute requirements delineated under the Special Emphasis Program in accordance with (IAW) AR 690-12, and requirements for Special Ethnic Observances IAW AR 600-20.  Special Emphasis and Ethnic Observances are conducted throughout the year in support of Joint Congressional Resolution, Presidential Proclamation, and Army Chief of Staff directives.  These activities are designed to foster an increased awareness of various cultures and their significant contributions in the American way of life. Recognition of major historical achievements and events that helped shape America is also designed to influence motivation and challenge of the many opportunities which assures continuance of current quality of life standards included in the Army’s Equal Opportunity programs. 


7. Procedures.

a. The committee will meet the third Thursday of each month at 1400 in the 222nd BSB Training Support Division classroom building 8475.  Alternate locations will be timely announced as determined necessary.  The BSB Commander or his designated representative will serve as chairperson for the committee.  The chairperson will ensure execution of the requirements for special emphasis and ethnic observances events.
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b. The committee will coordinate, plan and conduct observances consistent with the timetable prescribed in AR 600-20, chapter 6, paragraph 20, table 6-1, or as directed by the BSB Commander.


c.  The BSB Executive Officer will procure necessary funding to conduct the observance activities within budget constraints.


d.  The minutes of meetings will be forwarded to the Commander for final approval no later than 10 working days after each meeting.


e.  To ensure an effective committee, the committee members will be appointed on orders published by the 222D Base Support Battalion Adjutant’s Office.  Members on this committee will be permanent until officially replaced.


f.  All members of the Baumholder Community are encouraged to submit recommendations for any desired observance activity by either attending meetings or through their organizational committee representative.
