MEMORANDUM FOR DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 13-2, Kiss and Ride

1.
Purpose.  To provide guidelines, procedures, and responsibilities referencing parents dropping off and picking up their children before and after school.

2.
Applicability:  All Baumholder community, military and civilian personnel, with students attending Smith Elementary School.



3.  Definition:  Students that are dropped off or picked up by their parents are considered Kiss and Ride students.

4.
Implementation:  Smith Elementary students that ride the bus will be dismissed at 14:00.  Students that walk home and Kiss and Ride students will be dismissed at 14:05.  Those students that are walking to and from school will use the designated cross-walks only as they arrive at/depart the school.  All parents utilizing the Kiss and Ride program will line up their vehicle on the far right side of Avenue B, coming down the hill from the Rheinlander and make a left onto Lime Street in front of the school (Encl. 1).  Once in front of the school, all vehicles will pull to the far right side (behind the teachers’ parked cars) and wait until their child is dismissed to and from the vehicle.  All vehicles will wait in line until the vehicle in front pulls forward.  There will be no pulling out and passing of vehicles at any time.  Picking up and dropping off students will only be done between the two Kiss and Ride signs designated as “Kiss and Ride – Start” and “Kiss and Ride – End” (Encl. 2) .  No student will be allowed to go to or from a vehicle unless it is between the two Kiss and Ride signs.  Parents will neither depart their vehicle nor enter the school to pick up/drop off their child with this new program in place.  If a parent must enter the school for whatever purpose, they must park their car outside the Kiss and Ride barriers and walk to the school using the designated cross-walks.  If this occurs before or after school, then their child is considered a walker.  Parents must inform the school, no later than 13:30 the same day if their child’s status changes from walker to Kiss and Ride or vice versa.  Parents should only make this call if the plans you have discussed with your child that morning have changed.  This information will be sent to the child’s teacher to ensure the child exits the school with the appropriate group and departs school based on the parent’s desire.  In order to implement the Kiss and Ride program in a proper and orderly fashion, the point where Avenue B and Lime Street meet (Encl. 1) will be blocked from 07:45-08:05 in the mornings and 13:45-14:15 in the afternoons.  There will be no parking allowed at these locations or within the barriers during the allotted timeframes.  

5.  Enforcement:

      a. Failure to follow procedures will result in the drivers’ information being turned over to Military Police with a ticket being issued and points assessed against the driver’s license.
      b. Second offense the drivers’ information will be turned over to Civilian Misconduct with a ticket being issued and points assessed against the driver’s license with further ramifications of a letter of warning from the BSB Commander.

      c. Third offense will result in a one week suspension of driving privileges.
