SUBJECT:  Policy Letter 2-2, Vehicle Access to the German Training Area (GTA) 

1.  References:  International Support Agreement, Aulenbach Training Area

2.  Purpose.  To establish policy on vehicle access to the Baumholder  GTA.

3.  Applicability.  This policy applies to all soldiers, family members and civilian employees who work in the Baumholder area of responsibility.

4.  Policy.  IAW applicable directives:

     a.  Tactical vehicles and privately owned vehicles (POVs) with USAREUR or Host Nation plates are not authorized on Baumholder GTA roads and tank trails without prior written approval.

     b.  Units with tactical vehicles requiring access to GTA roads and tank trails will request permission through OIC, U.S. Range Control Liaison Department (USRCLD), Bldg 108, Camp Aulenbach, a minimum of two weeks prior to requested date.

     c.  Personnel requiring POV access to the GTA will request permission through the 222d BSB S3, through the OIC, USRCLD, Bldg 108, Camp Aulenbach, to the Commandant, GTA.  Only those requests from personnel whose normal place of duty is located within the GTA boundary will be considered.

     d.  POV owners will maintain a copy of the written approval with their POV registration form.

     e.  Units conducting tactical training will be controlled by designated OIC and safety officers who will maintain the proper documents.
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     f.  This policy letter will be posted in the permanent section of each unit/activity bulletin board while billeted at Camp Aulenbach.  Baumholder units/organizations will place it in their policy books.

     g.  Violators of this policy letter may be subject to fines by the German Polizei, in addition to disciplinary action under UCMJ or appropriate adverse administrative action.
