SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 2-7, Travel Security/Country Clearances

1.  Reference:  DoD Foreign Clearance Guide 4500.54G 

2.  Purpose:  To ensure all personnel and their family members are properly briefed and have proper country clearances prior to departure to former Warsaw Pact countries and/or countries with a current high threat environment.  Travel security awareness and proper country clearance will prevent international incidents; possible embarrassment USAREUR; and will inform travelers of  documentation, laws and customs of the visited country; and ultimately, avoidance of physical harm.

3.  Applicability.  This policy applies to all U.S. military, DoD Civilians and their family members assigned or attached within the Baumholder area of responsibility.

4.  Policy.  IAW applicable directives:

     a.  The Community Travel Clearance Manager, 222d BSB S-2, has overall responsibility for the development and implementation of the Travel Security/Country Clearance program, and to continuously keep the community informed on all travel security advisories.

     b.  Travel security information will be published by the Travel Clearance Manager via e-mail, local newspaper, and AFN announcements.

     c.  Military, civilians, and their family members will contact the Travel Clearance Manager prior to departure to specific area countries to ensure they have proper documentation and country clearance, and to receive the appropriate briefing.  Each country has specific documentation and country clearance requirements.  Briefings can be obtained by calling DSN 485-7141/7542, Civ 06783-6-7141/7542 for an appointment.  The Travel Clearance Manager’s Office is located in Bldg 8698, Room 2, Basement.
