SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 3-4, Standard Single Soldier Quarters Furnishings

1.  Reference. CTA 50-909.

2.  Purpose.  To establish a 222d BSB policy on standard single soldier quarters furnishings.

3.  Applicability.  Applies to single soldiers quarters within the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.

4.  Policy.  Authorization for numerous types and quantities of single soldier quarters furnishings are listed in cited directive.  To establish uniformity in room furnishings and to prioritize fund expenditures, the following procedures apply.

5.  Procedures.  Unit Commanders will ensure that each soldier living in single soldier quarters has the following items by priority.  Lower priority category items will not be ordered until all higher priority requirements are on-hand or on valid requisition.


a.  Priority I:



(1)  Bed (wooden) with mattress to incl. pillow, blanket, mattress cover and linen.



(2)  Wall locker (wooden).



(3)  Chest (3 drawers).



(4)  Drapery (per window).


b.  Priority II:



(1)  Refrigerator (one per room, to be ordered and issued by local contractor).
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(2)  Rug (sized).



(3)  Desk (one per room).



(4)  Chair, desk (one per room).


c.  Priority III:

(1) Lamp, table/desk (one per room).



(2)  Nightstand (one per room).


d.  Priority IV:



(1)  Overchest.



(2)  Entertainment center.


e.  Priority V:



(1)  Dresser, 6 drawers (E-5 and above).



(2)  Bookcase.
