SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 3-6, Assignment of Government Controlled Quarters at 222d Base Support Battalion - Baumholder 

1.  References.  AR 210-50, UR 210-50, UR 37-4.

2.  Purpose.  To establish a 222d BSB policy governing offer, commitment, and assignment procedures to government controlled quarters.  Government controlled quarters includes government owned, government lease, and government rental housing program (GRHP) quarters.  

3.  Applicability.  Applies to all applicants on the waiting list for government/leased and GRHP quarters.

4.  Policy.  For government owned and government leased quarters, 222d BSB Baumholder housing assets are divided in four major housing areas:

a.  H.D. Smith Housing Area, to include leased government quarters Baumholder, and lower Champion Village, buildings "Auf Pfadsbach“ #74 through #86.

b.  Wetzel Housing Area and upper Champion Village, buildings "Auf Pfadsbach“ #2

through #69.

c.  Idar-Oberstein Housing Area, to include Straßburg Kaserne, and leased government

quarters in Idar-Oberstein.

d.  Neubrücke Housing Area, to include Neubrücke Hospital Complex, government quarters and leased government quarters in Birkenfeld, and leased government quarters in Hoppstädten.
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5.  Further subdivision of area or specification of quarters, style, floor plan, or other reasons is not possible in order to allow equal treatment of all customers.  All applicants will be offered

quarters in sequence of the waiting list regardless of what housing area those quarters are in.  Applicants may apply for the type of housing desired and will be assigned accordingly provided assignment does not result in housing remaining vacant, or in extended temporary lodging allowance (TLA) payments.  Should an applicant for medical or other reasons be limited to one or two housing areas he/she should request it in writing.  These requests must be supported by 

medical or other statements substantiating the request.  The approving authority for all requests is the 222d BSB Commander.

6.  To ensure equitable distribution of government controlled family housing the bedroom requirement for an eligible family will be determined in accordance with AR 210-50.  Each family member will be assigned one bedroom, if existing family housing inventory permits.  Soldiers in grade 05, 04, W-4, E-9, and E-8 normally will be assigned a minimum of three bedrooms.  Soldiers in grade E-7 will be assigned a minimum of three bedrooms when existing facilities permit.  The minimum criteria for determining bedroom requirements is shown in the table at enclosure (encl).

7.  Temporary quarters will not be utilized to house personnel temporarily awaiting permanent quarters (incoming), or personnel requesting to temporarily move, to wait for a specific location, or for domestic help.  Temporary quarters may be used for emergency requirements or extremely large families.

8.  Service members will be offered the first available set of quarters, unless two sets are available at the same time.  “Available quarters” means, that all the cleaning, necessary painting, floor sanding and repair work has been completed and the quarters are ready for immediate assignment.  The service member must accept or reject the offer within 24 hours.  If a soldier/spouse does not respond negatively to an offer within the given time frame the quarters are considered accepted.  A turndown of family quarters without a valid reason, as determined by the BSB, Chief, Housing Division, will result in removal from the waiting list for 60 days and loss of Temporary Lodging Allowance (TLA).  All offers will be in writing.

9.  Soldiers on the waiting list whose records indicate that they have less than six (6) months left on their tour of duty will not be offered or assigned government controlled quarters.  These soldiers will be identified and notified by phone to provide necessary extension paperwork.  If documentation is not provided to the housing office within 30 days after notification, the soldier’s name will be deleted from the waiting list.  The 222d BSB Commander may approve assignment of quarters to those soldiers if excess government quarters are available.
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10.  This Policy Letter supersedes Policy Letter 3-6 dated 13 December 2000.
