SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 5-11, Recreational Use of Skateboards, Scooters, Roller Skates and Roller Blades








1.  Reference.  Local Policy





2.  Purpose.  To establish policy for the use of skateboards, scooters, roller skates, and roller blades in the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.





3.  Applicability.  Applies to all military and civilian employees of the U. S. Government and their family members assigned or attached in the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.





4.  Policy.  All soldiers, civilians and family members will operate their skateboards, scooters, roller skates and roller blades in accordance with the procedures outlined in paragraph 4 below.  It is my intent to ensure that users of these recreational devices are offered ample opportunity to enjoy themselves, yet at the same time ensure their safety as well as the safety of those around them.





5.  Procedures.  





	a.  The primary areas for the use of these recreational items will be those areas considered to be the safest and most appropriate, ie:





		(1)  Outdoor basketball and tennis courts, when not in use.





		(2)  Community playgrounds.





	b.  Operation of these recreational items is authorized on the community streets and in the parking lots, both in housing and on Smith Barracks, except as outlined in paragraph 5. c. below.  If streets are used, it is recommended that people operate these items with the flow of traffic.  Traffic laws apply.
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	c.  The following are designated ”OFF-LIMITS” for the operations of these items:





		(1)  Steps/entrances of all buildings.





		(2)  The entire length of Prussman Avenue.





		(3)  The entire length of Chicago Avenue.





		(4)  The entire length of Seattle Avenue.





		(5)  The entire length of B Avenue.





		(6)  The traffic circle.





		(7)  The entire length of D Avenue.





		(8)  The entire length of Rod and Gun Club Road.





		(9)  The entire length of Field Street.





		(10)  The entire length of  Wetzel’s lower road access.





		(11)  The PX parking lot. 





		(12)  The Commissary parking lot.





	d.  Any member of the community observed operating these items on the above areas, is subject to legal actions by local and/or civil authorities.





	e.  Any damages incurred during the use of these items will be the sole responsibility of the service member or sponsor of the person involved.





	f.  Users of these recreational items will wear a safety  helmet and are strongly encouraged  to wear other safety equipment. 





	g.  Use of these items is only authorized between sunrise and sunset.
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	h.  This policy memorandum supersedes memorandum 5-11, dated 10 Jul 95, SAB.
