SUBJECT:  Policy Letter 5-12, Parking of Privately Owned Vehicles (POVs), Operational and Non-Operational

References:  UR 190-1, Registering and Owning Privately Owned Motor Vehicles in  Germany, 104th ASG Policy Letter 5-3, Non-Operational Registration of POVs, 222d BSB Policy Letter 5-4, Security of POVs During Deployment

1. Purpose.  This memorandum establishes the authorized parking places for USAREUR plated vehicles for operational and non-operational POVs within the 222d BSB area of responsibility.

2. Applicability.  This policy applies to all military and civilian employees of the US Government and their family members assigned or attached in the 222d BSB area of responsibility.

3. Policy.  All persons subject to this policy letter will not operate or park a POV or permit a POV to be operated on any public highway, public area, family housing area or military installation unless it is properly registered IAW UR 190-1.  Violators of UR 190-1 and the requirements set forth in paragraph 4 of this memorandum will be cited for violation of Art 134, UCMJ.

a. POVs registered operational.

(1) Parking on lawns, seeded areas, on curbs and in entrances to parking areas is prohibited unless posted otherwise.  It is prohibited to perform major repairs or maintenance on motor vehicles in the housing area.  Automotive craft shops should be utilized for repairs that will render a POV inoperable for more than 48 hours.  Vehicles which will be inoperable for longer periods due to lack of parts, insufficient funds for repairs, or are currently registered non-operational will be moved to the 222d BSB holding lot at the owner’s expense.
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(2) No person subject to the licensing provisions of UR 190-1 will park a POV or permit it to be parked in a government controlled housing area unless valid USAREUR plates are properly affixed to the front and rear of the POV.  POVs not displaying any license plates, which are apparently abandoned in the housing area, will be removed to the BSB holding lot at the owner’s expense.  Vehicles in an unsafe condition due to involvement in an accident will be permitted to remain in the housing area by authority of the building coordinator for up to 48 hours while arrangements are being made for repairs or disposition of the vehicle.

b. POVs registered non-operational (i.e. without license plates) may only be parked on post at one of the following locations:

(1) BSB Holding Lot (storage fee).

(2) AAFES Auto Repair Garage parking lot with work order in the window.

(3) MWR Auto Craft Shop lot for $2.00 fee per day.

(4) Unit Motor Pool.

c. Owners of vehicles without license plates parked anywhere else on post will have their vehicle towed to the BSB holding lot and will be cited by the Military Police for violation of this policy letter.  If the vehicle is not registered or the registration is expired, the owner will also be cited for Registration Violation, Article 134, UCMJ.  If the POV registration has been expired for more than 30 days or if other facts indicate an intent to abandon the vehicle, the owner will be cited for Improper Disposal, Article 134, UCMJ.  UR 190-1 mandates a 6 month loss of POV driving privileges for these offenders.

d. Commanders of POV owners cited for above mentioned offenses will receive the DA Form 3975, Military Police Report, and DA Form 4833, Commander’s Report of Disciplinary or Administrative Action from the Provost Marshal Office.  The DA Form 4833 will have instructions attached for the commander to respond to in regards to suspension of the soldier’s driving privileges, disposition of the vehicle, and status of the registration.  Vehicles in the holding lot without any action taken will be declared unclaimed after 45 days and disposed of IAW UR 190-1.  UR 190-1 also stipulates that the cost of disposing of an unclaimed POV will come from the operating funds of the unit to which the owner is or was assigned.
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e. Vehicle owners who have their POVs registered non-operational and stored in the BSB holding lot have 180 days to bring their vehicle to an operational status.  Exceptions may be granted by the Battalion Commander for a concurrent (second 180 days) non-operational registration.  POV owners who require more than 360 days must have their request for a third concurrent non-operational registration extension approved by their Brigade Commander.  Exceptions to this policy will not be delegated.

4. This policy memorandum supersedes Policy Letter 5-12, dated 27 May 1998.
