MEMORANDUM FOR All Concerned

SUBJECT:  Standing Operating Procedure 5-13, A&E Amnesty Program

1. REFERENCES:  DA PAM 710-2-1

2. PURPOSE:  To ensure the safety of personnel and the maximum recovery of military A&E items outside the supply system.

3. SCOPE:  Procedures and responsibilities established herein are applicable to personnel assigned or attached to the 222nd Base Support Battalion and the Baumholder Military Community.

4. POLICY:  

a. Type A&E that qualifies for community amnesty program.

(1) Small arms ammunition, up to and including .50 caliber, is eligible to be returned to Military control through the amnesty program.

(2) All other A&E will be considered hazardous and will be handled by trained and qualified EOD personnel.

b.  A&E found on a military installation within the Baumholder Military Community.

(1) Any A&E found on a military installation, excluding small arms ammunition up to and including .50 caliber, will be reported to the military police.

Military Police will notify and request EOD support for A&E.

        c.    Small arms ammunition found on post will be turned into the amnesty program at an amnesty turn-in point or amnesty box designated by 1st AD Commander. 

5. RESPONSIBILITIES:

a. Unit Commanders are:

(1) Responsible for providing an amnesty point in unit AOR, i.e. unit arms room, for collection of A&E found ON POST by unit members.

(2) Appoint qualified personnel to properly dispose of ammo, turned in to amnesty point, to ASP.
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b. BSB S-3 will schedule and coordinate designated “AMNESTY DAYS” IAW DA PAM 710-2-1, Para 11-9b(2)2(3) by:

(1) Scheduling Amnesty days for the collection of abandoned A&E.

(2) Coordinating with supporting ASP 60 days prior to scheduled Amnesty Days.

(3) Provide subordinate commanders with copy of scheduled Amnesty Days.

(4) Establish collection points that are easily accessible for turn-in of A&E.

(5) Safeguard and transport turned in A&E to supporting ASP.

(6) Coordinate for and ensure that supporting personnel are either available or on site, 55B (Ammo Specialist) or 55D (EOD).

(7) Coordinate with medical personnel to be on call or present at collection point(s).

(8) Coordinate with fire fighting personnel to be on call or present at collection point(s).

(9) Have basic required equipment for handling and transporting A&E i.e. fire extinguishers, placards, etc.
