SUBJECT: Policy Letter 5-14, Out Processing Procedures to Clear Vehicle Registration

1.  References. USAREUR Reg 612-1, Community Central In- and Out Processing

 USAREUR Reg 190-1, Registering and Operating Privately Owned Motor

 Vehicles in Germany

2.  Purpose.  This memorandum provides clarification on responsibilities for soldiers to clear Post.

3.  Applicability.  Applies to all military and civilian employees of the U.S. Government and their family members assigned or attached in the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.

4. Policy. No one will be allowed to clear post until they have properly disposed of their vehicle and cleared Vehicle Registration.  Commanders will follow the procedures outlined in USAREUR Reg 612-1.

5.  Procedures.

a. Commanders will not give memorandums to Vehicle Registration stating that soldiers do not have time to clear.   Commanders will comply with USAREUR Reg 612-1 Section III, 11.d which states, “…When a soldier is unable to clear personally and cannot or will not execute a power-of-attorney to clear, the unit commander will appoint another soldier to complete outprocessing for the departing soldier.”


b.  Further, personnel who choose to execute a special power-of-attorney to authorize an agent to clear facilities for him or her must receive the unit commander’s approval of the agent they choose.  Once the unit commander has approved the individual, the commander will file an order appointing the agent as a person who may complete outprocessing for the departing soldier and provide this order to the Vehicle Registration Station prior to clearing.
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c.  Personnel will comply with USAREUR Reg 190-1 which states that all personnel must properly dispose of their vehicles.  Paragraph 4-11c states

“Owners will not abandon POVs. Abandoning a POV violates German law, this regulation, and USAREUR Regulation 600-1; is punishable under the UCMJ; and may serve as the basis for adverse administrative action. Owners will clear and  provide proof of disposition of POVs before they depart, according to appendix E, paragraph E-4. FRS clerks will not clear

registrants (UR 612-1) who have not properly disposed of their POVs according to this regulation.”
