SUBJECT:  Policy Letter 5-2, Reserved Parking

1. Reference.  AR 190-5, Military Traffic Supervision

2. Purpose.  To establish policy and procedures for the designation and enforcement of reserved parking within the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.

3. Applicability.  This policy applies to all operators of a USAREUR POV within the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.

4. Policy.  The following areas are designated as reserved parking:
a. Handicapped spaces will be marked with a Handicapped Parking sign posted in accordance with German Traffic Code.

1.  Two parking spaces will be reserved near the front entrance of the Post Exchange, Building 8401.

2.  All handicapped spaces adjacent to the Health Clinic and other support agencies.

b.  
Each quarters within government housing will have one designated, reserved parking space.  
c.  
Military unit designated parking spaces.
5. Procedures.

a. All requests for reserved parking will be submitted on a DA FM 4283 to the Office of the Provost Marshal and will be approved by the 222nd Base Support Battalion Commander.  

b. DPW will install all these signs and no names will appear on them.

6.   Violations.

a. Violations of the handicapped parking policy will be reported to the Office of the Provost Marshal and the violators will be issued a DD FM 1408. 
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b. Violations of the housing parking policy will be reported to the Building Coordinator, who will provide the license plate number to the Housing NCOIC.  The Housing NCOIC will provide the information to the 222nd Base Support Battalion Command Group and appropriate action will be taken.
c. Violations of the military unit designated parking policy will be reported to the 222nd Base Support Battalion Command Group and appropriate action will be taken.

7. This memorandum supercedes Policy Letter 5-2 dated 20 May 2002.

8. Proponent for this policy is the Office of the Provost Marshal at DSN 485-1520.
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
