SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 5-3, Destructive/Prohibited Items 








1.  References.  AR 190-11, UR 190-6, UR 600-1





2.  Purpose.  To increase the safety of members of our community by ensuring compliance with restrictions concerning destructive/prohibited items.





3.  Applicability.  Applies to all military and civilian employees of the U.S. Government and their family members assigned or attached in the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.





4.  Policy.  All soldiers, civilians and family members will comply with the requirements outlined in the regulations cited above in reference to destructive/prohibited items.  The requirements set forth in this policy are in addition to the regulatory requirements already referenced.  See enclosure for UR 600-1 extract listing prohibited items.





5.  Procedures.





	a.  Commanders will ensure that all soldiers are aware of the requirements outlined in the referenced regulations.  They will take disciplinary action, as appropriate, when cases involving prohibited items or destructive devices are brought to their attention.





	b.  The Provost Marshal will brief new soldiers concerning these regulations at the Inprocessing Training Course.





	c.  All commissioned, warrant, and noncommissioned officers are responsible for taking appropriate action to report and/or confiscate prohibited weapons or destructive devices listed in UR 600-1. 
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	d.  Personnel performing duties as Masters at Arms or other similar duties in clubs and facilities in the Baumholder Military Community must be constantly alert to the problems which may arise at their locations.  Immediate coordination with Military Police personnel should be


accomplished to eliminate any threat to the safety of patrons caused by the presence of prohibited items or destructive devices.





	e.  This memorandum supersedes policy memorandum 5-3, dated 10 Apr 89, SAB.

Except as required to perform official duties, personnel will not –





    a.  Carry on their person in a concealed manner –





        (1)  A straight razor or weapon made from a razor blade.





        (2)  A knife with a blade longer than 3 inches as measured from the top of the hilt to the point of the blade.  This includes a knife with an automatic blade opener (glossary).





        (3)  An ice pick, dagger, bolo knife, machete, sword, spear, or similar instrument if the instrument has a point or blade 2 inches  or longer.





        (4)  An air rifle or air pistol.





        (5)  A blank cartridge pistol.





        (6)  A firearm.





b.  Acquire, possess, ship or use any of the following:





        (1)  A fully automatic weapon.





        (2)  A shotgun with a barrel length less than 18 inches.





        (3)  A weapon made from a shotgun (by modification) with an overall length less than 26 inches or a barrel length less than 18 inches.





        (4)  Any other weapon, except a pistol or a revolver, from which a shot is discharged by an explosive if the weapon is capable of being concealed on the person.





        (5)  A silencer or muffler for a weapon.





        (6)  A molotov cocktail (gasoline or other flammable or combustible substance with a flashpoint of 200 degrees Fahrenheit or less in a glass container or other breakable container).





        (7)  A firearm that is not registered according to USAREUR Regulation 190-6 within 3 workdays of acquisition.





        (8)  A switchblade or other knife with an automatic blade opener (glossary).





        (9)  A club-type hand weapon (for Example, blackjack, brass knuckles, nunchakus).





       (10)  A shooting pen (fountain pen or automatic pencil-style pen capable of discharging tear gas or similar substances) or any other weapon capable of discharging a chemical agent.  Weapons that discharge only water and blanks are exempted.

      (11)  Any shooting weapon or blade that is –


              


              (a)  Designed to be collapsed, telescoped, or shortened.





              (b)  Stripped beyond the normal extent required for hunting or sporting use.





              (c)  Concealed in another device (for example, walking stick, umbrella, tube).





       (12)  A shooting weapon with mounted searchlights.





       (13)  Military Ammunition (for example, M-16 or M-60 rounds) or any military weapon except when authorized.





       (14)  An explosive, incendiary, or poison gas bomb; grenade, missile, mine, or similar device; or any rocket with a propellant charge of more than 4 ounces.





       (15)  “Throwing stars” (flat, pointed pieces of metal designed to function as weapons when thrown).





c.  Possess a knife (excluding silverware or flatware) with a blade longer than 3 inches as measured from the top of the hilt to the point of the blade in a barracks room or any public place.  This restriction always applies to knives with automatic blade openers.  For other knives, this restriction does not apply to persons –





        (1)  Traveling to and from –





              (a)  A place of legal purchase to the place of legal storage.





              (b)  Hunting, fishing, camping, picnicking, or other sports or hobby activities where knives are commonly used if the knife is intended to be used in such activity.





        (2)  Participating in activities listed in (1) (b) above.
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
