SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 5-4, Security of Privately Owned Vehicles (POVs) During Unit Deployments and Individual Absences 








1.  Reference.  AR 190-51





2.  Purpose.  To establish 222d Base Support Battalion policy allowing storage of POVs in unit motor pools for soldiers on long term deployments and extended absences.





3.  Applicability.  Applies to all unit commanders who are assigned or attached within the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.





4.  Policy.  AR 190-51, para 3-5f (1)(c) states that normally, POVs will not be permitted in motor pools.  However, units engaged in deployment exercises may store POVs in the motor pool at the discretion of the Battalion Commander, provided security measures are initiated to safeguard Army vehicles and components remaining in the motor pool. 





5.  Procedures.





	a.  Commanders will initiate procedures and establish policy in accordance with the above regulation to allow soldiers to store their POVs, on a space available basis, in unit motor pools.





	b.  Commanders will initiate procedures and establish a priority for non-deployment situations such as emergency leave, hospitalization, TDY, etc.





	c.  Commanders will check all POVs to ensure they are not stored with any flammable/explosive materials such as gasoline can, fireworks, ammunition or other pyrotechnics inside the vehicle.





	d.  Commanders will ensure that all POVs stored in their motor pool(s) meet registration requirements IAW USAREUR Regulation 190-1 (Registering and Operating Privately Owned Motor Vehicles in Germany).





	e.  Commanders will ensure proper key control is maintained for access to both the motor pool(s) and the POVs.

	f.  Commanders should strongly consider storing POVs in the Miesau Storage Facility in accordance with the attached enclosure.





	g.  This policy memorandum supersedes policy memorandum 5-14, dated 27 Oct 92, SAB.
