SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 5-5, Receipt of Detained Soldiers 








1.  Reference.  AR 190-45





2.  Purpose.  To establish the 222d Base Support Battalion policy concerning the receipt for soldiers detained by Military Police.





3.  Applicability.  Applies to all unit commanders  who are assigned or attached within the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.





4.  Policy. 





	a.  In all cases where a soldier is detained by Military Police for an offense requiring a unit member to sign for him/her, the following guidelines will apply:





		(1)  The individual signing for the soldier will be an officer or noncommissioned officer (NCO), at least E-6 or above, and in the subject's direct chain of command.  Individual must be at least one grade higher than the soldier in custody.





		(2)  Staff duty officers or staff duty NCOs will not sign for detained soldiers unless they meet the criteria in 4a(1) above.





	b.  Soldiers charged with the following offenses:





		1.  Homicide. 


		2.  Sex Crime.


		3.  Aggravated Assault.


		4.  Robbery or housebreaking.


		5.  Arson.


		6.  Burglary.


		7.  Sale or trafficking in narcotics or drugs.


		8.  Simple assault on a commissioned, warrant or noncommissioned officer, or a military policeman while in the performance of his/her duties.


		9.  Escape from custody or confinement.
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		10.  Drunken Driving.





	c.  Detained soldiers will be signed for by the soldiers' commander, executive officer or first sergeant.  This requirement may not be delegated.  In case of official leave, pass, TDY or field training away from the local area, the officer on orders as acting commander or rear detachment OIC/NCOIC will assume this responsibility.  If no acting commander has been appointed and the offender's commander, executive officer or first sergeant cannot be reached, the next higher commander in the offender's chain of command will be contacted, and he will appoint an officer or NCO to sign for the detained individual.  In the case of separate detachments/sections stationed in the 222d BSB area of responsibility, the detachment/section OIC will execute this duty.





5.  Procedures.





	a.  Soldiers detained from units located in Baumholder or in the local training areas will be signed for within two hours of notification to the unit.  Soldiers detained from units outside Baumholder Military Community will be signed for as soon as possible.





	b.  This policy memorandum supersedes memorandum 5-5, dated 13 Mar 95, SAB
