SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 5-9, Juvenile Restrictions

1.  Reference.  104th ASG Policy Letter 2-4, Child Supervision

2.  Purpose.  This memorandum establishes restrictions on juvenile activity for family members under the age of 18 throughout the Baumholder Military Community.

3.  Applicability.  Applies to all military and civilian employees of the U. S. Government and their family members assigned or attached in the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.

4.  Policy.  The child supervision and juvenile restrictions policy letters are intended to ensure the health and welfare of the military family. It is especially important that sponsors, guardians, and caregivers are familiar with the procedures outlined in paragraph 5 below.

5.  Procedures.


a.  Sponsors will make all necessary arrangements to ensure that family members have adequate transportation from social activities and community activities (i.e. YS functions, movies, MWR facilities) to their quarters when these activities terminate after the prescribed curfew hours.


b.  Family members who have not reached the age of 18 will only be allowed to visit single soldier quarters when accompanied by a parent. Additionally, soldiers will not allow family members under the age of 18 into single soldier quarters unless accompanied by a parent.


c.  Family members who have not reached the age of 18 are prohibited from consuming alcoholic beverages. 


d.  The following restrictions apply to U.S. family members patronizing off-post establishments:
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(1)  Family members who have not reached the age of 18 may not visit establishments whose primary business is serving alcohol or serves hard liquor, i.e. bars, under any circumstances.



(2)  Family members who have not reached the age of 16 must be accompanied by a parent when visiting establishments that serve beer and wine.



(3)  Family members who are 16 to 17 years of age may visit establishments that serve beer or wine (not hard liquor), i.e., Gasthauses and Restaurants until 2300 hours without being accompanied by a parent.



(4)  Family members who are 16 to 17 years of age may visit discotheques (that do not serve hard liquor) until 2200 hours without being accompanied by a parent.


e.  Family members who have not reached the age of 18 are prohibited from purchasing, using, or possessing tobacco products in or on buildings and grounds under the control of U.S. Armed Forces within the 222d BSB area of responsibility.

6.  Enforcement.  Individuals found in violation of this Policy Letter may be subject to disciplinary action under USAREUR Regulation 27-9, Misconduct by Civilians, to include but not limited to: counseling, letter of warning, notification of U.S. hiring authorities, suspension or revocation of logistic support privileges, bar from entry, early return of family members, curtailment of tour, and removal from host country.

7.  This policy memorandum supersedes Policy Memorandum 5-9, dated 17 AUG 00, SAB.
