SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 7-11, Sale of Alcoholic Beverages to Private Associations and Other Groups			 





1.  References.  AR 210-54 with USAREUR Suppl. 1, AR 215-1, USAREUR Reg 230-70,                                                   USAREUR Pam 230-165





2.  Purpose.  To establish policies and procedures for the sale, dispensing, and consumption of alcoholic beverages by private associations or other groups.





3.  Applicability.  This policy memorandum applies to all private organizations, activity centers, and other groups.  Policy and restrictions apply to company or other organizational parties whether held on post or off post.





4.  Policy. 





	a.  Alcoholic beverages will be sold only by Community NAFIs (Non-Appropriated Fund Instrumentalities); no other personnel are authorized to sell or dispense alcoholic beverages in the community.  Alcoholic beverages will be sold only for consumption on the premises.  Bottles or other bulk containers of alcoholic beverages will not be sold or loaned to individuals.  The BSB Commander, however, may approve the sale of beer and wine with food purchase for 


off-premises consumption (e.g., takeout service, snack stands.)





	b.  Private associations are not authorized to purchase, sell, or dispense alcoholic


beverages in the Baumholder Military Community and sub-communities.





	c.  Sale of alcoholic beverages to personnel under 18 years old is prohibited.





	d.  Individuals or groups will not be permitted to bring alcoholic beverages into NAFI


buildings for consumption.
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	e.  The BSB Commander may authorize the sale of alcoholic beverages to units


for special occasions (e.g., Thanksgiving, Christmas) provided adequate controls are established to prevent serving alcoholic beverages to personnel on duty.  Non-alcoholic beverages will be also offered and as available as the alcoholic beverages.





	f.  The awarding of alcoholic beverages as prizes is prohibited.  This restriction does not


apply to wine products, traditionally presented as complimentary gifts to eligible patrons on wedding anniversaries, birthdays, and similar occasions.





	g.  Events (e.g., unit beer parties, ceremonial events) that appear to have the consumption


of alcohol as their main purpose are prohibited.  At any event where alcohol is available, non-alcoholic beverages will be equally available for consumption.





	h. The use of on-post facilities (e.g., club) for unit parties is encouraged.





	i.  Carnivals:  A carnival, volksfest, or bazaar sponsored by the community Morale,


Welfare, and Recreation (MWR) fund may include a beer tent as part of the activity according to local custom.  The beer tent may be operated by the community MSF, the area club system, or a commercial concessionaire (e.g., brewery) under an appropriate contract.  Priority will be given to operation by the area club system.





	j.  Athletic and Special Events:  When approved by the BSB Commander, malt beverages may be sold to adults while attending community MSF sponsored athletic and other specifically designated events.  At athletic events, the sales activity will be operated by the area club system or Army/Air Force Exchange Service, Europe (AAFES, EUR).  The Community Commander will designate the selling activity (e.g., club system, AAFES, EUR) for other special events.





	k.  Troop Dining Facilities:  Beer and wine may be used for supplementing menus as prescribed in paragraphs 2-5b (4) and 2-6b (3), USAREUR Pamphlet 230-65.





	l.  Unit Lounges:  Beer may be sold in unit lounges established and operated according to Section IV, USAREUR Pamphlet 230-165.





	m.  Troop Billets Dayroom:  Beer vending machines are authorized as prescribed in paragraphs 2-5 and 2-6, USAREUR Pamphlet 230-165.





	n.  Troop Billets:  In USAREUR possession, storage, and consumption of alcoholic beverages will be under provision of paragraph 17, USAREUR Regulation 230-70.
