SUBJECT:  Policy Letter 7-15, Good Deals on Wheels Operating Procedures

(Supersedes Policy Letter 5-8, dated 13 Jun 89)

1. Reference.  Local Policy

2. Purpose.  To establish procedures/policy for the provision of a central location at which personnel may sell or purchase a USAREUR-plated privately owned vehicle.

3. Applicability.  Applies to all military and civilian employees of the U.S. Government and their family members assigned or attached in the 222d Base Support Battalion area of responsibility.

4. Policy.  The 222d BSB DCA, Community Recreation Division, Auto Skills Center is responsible for maintaining the “Good Deals on Wheels” lot for use by the Baumholder Military Community members for the purpose of buying and selling USAREUR-plated privately owned vehicles.  The lot will be located in the numbered parking spaces along the last two parking rows of the southeast side of the Wagon Wheel Theater parking lot.  This lot will not be used by car dealers or other persons engaged in the sale of vehicles for profit/business.  Vehicles that do not have a permit displayed from MWR Auto Skills Center authorizing the use of the lot, will be towed and impounded at the owner’s expense.  Owners may also be cited for failing to comply with appropriate laws/regulations.  The “Good Deals on Wheels” lot is the only authorized location within the 222d BSB area of responsibility to place a POV on display for sale.

5. Procedures.  The following procedures are established for operation of the POV lot in 

the Baumholder Military Community:

a. Owners of vehicles must sign a statement of waiver that MWR/NAF is not 

responsible for loss or damage to the vehicle.

b. Owners of vehicles will display a valid permit in the windshield which can be

obtained from the MWR Auto Skills Center.  This permit will be valid for 30 days and renewable for up to 90 days.

c.  Cost is $5 per vehicle nonrefundable; additional payment is required for renewal.

d. Vehicles must be fully operational with valid registration and insurance.  Vehicles 

registered non-operational are not permitted on the lot.

e.  Each vehicle will display a sign issued by MWR Auto Skills Center with name, 

unit, and telephone number(s) to contact for purchase of the vehicle.  Price listing is optional.

f. The vehicle must be checked by the owner or responsible person at a minimum of 

every seven days to verify status and/or condition of vehicle.

g. No vehicle repairs or maintenance are permitted on the Good Deals on Wheels lot.

h. Vehicles may not remain on the lot for more than 90 days per year.  Any vehicle 

remaining on the lot for more than 90 days will be considered abandoned.

i. Individuals who place a vehicle on the lot and then are subsequently barred from 

entry onto the installation must report to the Baumholder Military Police Station.  A military police patrol will then escort the barred individual directly to the lot, remove the permit, and then escort the barred individual and his/her vehicle off the installation.  At no time will an individual barred from entry on to the installation be authorized to place his/her POV on the Good Deals on Wheels lot.
