SUBJECT:  Policy Letter 7-2, Private Organizations








1.  References:  AR 210-1, USAREUR Regulation 210-1





2.  Purpose.  To establish policies and principles governing the establishment, administration, and operations of private organizations in the 222d Base Support Battalion.





3.  Applicability.  This policy applies to all private organizations established and operated as prescribed by AR 210-1 and USAREUR Regulation 210-1.





4.  Policy.  The 222d BSB Commander will ensure that private organization members and officers comply with applicable rules governing standards of conduct of DOD and DA personnel.





5.  Procedures.





	a.  Private Organizations:  A private organization is a self-sustaining non-federal entity, incorporated or unincorporated, established and operated in a United States military community with the written consent of the Base Support Battalion Commander or higher authority by individuals acting outside any official capacity as officers, employees, or agents of the federal government or its instrumentalities.





	b.  Private organizations that conduct their activities in a military community in the United States Army, Europe (USAREUR), on a continuing basis must obtain the written consent of:





		(1)  The BSB commander for all private organizations except cup and flower funds.





		(2)  The unit commander for all private organizations (e.g. cup and flower funds) when composed primarily of personnel from the particular unit.  A copy of the authorization document for cup and flower funds will be forwarded to the 222d BSB Financial Management Division, Private Organization Office, Building 8666, Smith Barracks, Baumholder.
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	c.  Authorization to operate in the Baumholder Military Community is granted for two years.





	d.  Request for renewal of authorization for operation must be forwarded 90 days before the expiration date of the current authorization and will include the following:





		(1)  Two copies of the approved constitution and bylaws (only if it was changed since the previous submission).





		(2)  One copy of annual audits of the previous two years (only for renewals).





		(3)  List of officers of the organization with addresses and telephone numbers.





		(4)  A summary of the previous two years’ key activities and any major changes in organization or operation (only renewals).





	e.  Authorized Activities.





		(1)  Private organizations will be limited to activities included in the approved constitution and bylaws.





		(2)  Thrift shop sales of used clothing and merchandise.





		(3)  Occasional fund-raising sales approved by the BSB Commander.





	f.  Private organizations will not engage in activities that compete with those of an appropriated or non-appropriated fund activity (e.g., morale and welfare, recreational services) in a military community.





	g.  The operation of a private organization primarily as a business venture solely to make group purchase savings or to increase the wealth of the organization or its member is prohibited.





	h.  Logistic Support for Private Organizations:  Private organizations will furnish or procure equipment, supplies, and other materials at their own expense.  Government-owned equipment, however, may be loaded or rented to a private organization physically located in a military community as permitted by missions, availability, and statutory authority.  Other authorized logistic support includes use of meeting space, media (e.g., radio, local newspaper), official distribution channels, and banking facilities.  The cost of repair or replacement of loaned or rented equipment lost of damaged (other than fair wear and tear) by private organizations, its members, or persons having use or custody of equipment during the loan or rented period will be collected from the private organization.  
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	i.  Equipment Repair:  Appropriated and non-appropriated funds will not be used to repair private organizations’ equipment.


	


	j.  Tax Exception Certificates (Abwicklungsschein):  Private organizations will not claim tax exception for direct procurement on the local economy.





	k.  BSB Commander Responsibilities:  The BSB Commander is responsible for ensuring the operation of private organizations in accordance with existing regulations.  He has the authority to:





		(1)  Require formal inspection and audit of organization records.





		(2)  Withdraw an organization’s authority to operate if the organization is not administered according to the basic references.
