SUBJECT:   Policy Letter 7-6, Community Volunteer Awards Program





1.  Reference: AR 608-1

���2.  Purpose. To establish policy, responsibilities, and procedures for managing and administering the 222d Base Support Battalion Volunteer Awards Program.



3.  Applicability.  



     a.  All federal agencies and private organizations operating in the 222d Base Support Battalion.



     b.  Active duty military personnel, retirees, DOD civilian personnel and their families, and volunteers from the local civilian community who perform volunteer services for the 222d Base Support Battalion.



4.  Policy.  To recognize individuals who have voluntarily contributed their time and efforts toward improving the quality of life at the 222d Base Support Battalion.  



5.  Procedures.



     a.  Volunteers who have accumulated the specified hours of service described herein, or who have completed a significant act should be recommended for community service awards.



     b.  Volunteer hours creditable for awards are those spent in providing specific volunteer services (i.e. gratuitous service without any form of compensation).  Volunteers must contribute to the quality of life in Baumholder and its outlining military communities where soldiers, airmen, civilians, and their families are the primary recipients of the volunteer’s services.  Merely attending activities such as youth sports events or family support group meeting because of family 

involvement or one’s own personal desire to attend is not creditable volunteer time.
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      c.  For the purpose of these awards, a special act is defined as:  A one-time accomplishment in an event or activity that impacts on a large cross section of the residents and/or workers in Baumholder and its outlining military communities, or which carries heavy responsibility for independent action in planning, execution, or both.



     d.  The Installation Volunteer Coordinator  will screen all volunteer records prior to the Annual Volunteer Recognition Ceremony and prepare award recommendations as appropriate in accordance with the criteria outlined in this policy.



     e.  In the event a volunteer has not contributed sufficient hours in one agency to qualify for an award, but has contributed a total number of hours in two or more agencies/organizations sufficient to qualify for an award, the IVC will combine the hours and prepare the appropriate award.  



6.  Types of Awards and Criteria.



      a.  Baumholder Community Certificate of Appreciation, signed by the BSB Commander.  To earn this award a volunteer must accumulate a minimum of fifty (50) hours up to nine hundred ninety-nine (999) hours of volunteer service.



      b.  Baumholder’s Outstanding Volunteer Certificate of Appreciation, signed by the Senior Tactical Commander.  To earn this award a volunteer must accumulate a minimum of one thousand (1000) hours up to a maximum of two thousand nine hundred and ninety-nine (2,999) hours of volunteer service.  The recipients of this award and all subsequent awards will receive recognition at the Annual Volunteer Awards Ceremony.



     c.  Commander’s Exceptional Volunteer Award.  This award is presented to volunteers who are nominated by their organizations and selected by a special committee.  There is no criteria regarding years or hours of volunteer service that must be accumulated.

���	d.  Baumholder Community Scroll of Appreciation, signed by the Senior Tactical Commander.  Recipients of this award is the top 10% - 25% (depending on the number of nominations) of outstanding volunteers who were nominated for the Commander’s Exceptional Volunteer Award.

	

	e.  Certificate of Appreciation for Patriotic Civilian Service and Lapel Pin, signed by the 

104th ASG Commander.  A minimum of three thousand (3,000) hours and three years of volunteer service in Baumholder and its outlining military community are the minimum criteria.  This award will not be presented for a special act.
