Y oureceivebillsfor thingsyou
never bought. Collection agencies
hound you for debts you never
made. The bank refusesyou aloan
claiming you already took a loan
fromthemwhileyouknow nosuch
thing happened. Although it may
sound surreal to have someone out
there operating under your name
and using your credentials, unfor-
tunately, this does not just happen
in James Bond movies.

| dentity theft happensinreal life
and anyone can become avictim.

Thegood hewsis, therearesteps
you cantaketoreduceyour chances

of becomingoneandalsotorestore
your good name. When it comes
rightdowntoit, for companiesthat
provide goods and services you
arejust acollection of numberson
adatabase. Once someone obtains
afew crucial piecesof information
about you, they can obtain credit,
goods, and servicesin your name.

That iswhat identity theft isall
about. The question is, how do
thieves get their information and
how canyouthwart their nefarious
plans?

®They dig through your gar-
bage looking for pieces of paper
with numbersonthem (bills, credit
cardoffers, etc.). Y ouneedtoshred

all such papers or tear them into
very small pieces before throwing
them out.

®They steal your mail and your
wallet. You need to take precau-
tionstoguardyour wallet from pick-
pockets. You may also consider
using amailbox that locks.

®They listen to conversations
you havein public. Y ou need to be
discreet when revealing personal
informationinapublic setting. If a
bank teller asksyou for an account
number, show, rather than tell.

®They run scams on the tele-
phone and on the internet. You
need to learn not to fall for them.
Avoidgiving personal information

to strangers in these situations.

If you believeyou areavictim,
consider taking the following ac-
tions:

File a police report and get a
copy of it.

Cancel all credit cards and get
new numbers. Call thefraud depart-
ments of three major credit report
agencies: Equifax (800) 525-6285,
Experian (888) 397-3742,
TransUnion (800) 680-7289. Ask
themto add a“victim’ sstatement”
toyourfile. That will makecreditors
contact you before opening any
new accounts in your name. Ask
the credit reporting agencies for
copies of your credit report.

If youloseyour wallet, closeall
checking and savingsaccountsand
open new ones. Stop payments on
outstanding checks.

Getanew ATM card and anew
PIN (Personal | dentification Num-
ber)
